	Collision with moving vehicles/bikes
	Pupils

Supervising adults
	· Pre-visit (preferably the day before, at a similar time) to walk the planned route to assess impact of any road works/pavement closures, location of safe crossing points and minimise number of road crossings.

· Avoid rush hour traffic and/or be mindful of fast-moving traffic during quieter periods.

· Use of pavements (children to walk on inside of pavement away from road edge, and designated crossing where possible).

· If not using designated crossing points, establish a system of safe crossing, e.g. avoiding blind bends, corners, complex junctions, parked vehicles, known ‘trouble spots’ etc. Where traffic is stationary, be extra vigilant of fast moving cycles or motorbikes.

· Brief pupils on ground rules, basic road safety and expected behaviours before departure, and remind as necessary.

· Appropriate supervision ratio and structure e.g. small groups with designated supervisors, front and back, and spread evenly throughout. Where an individual pupil has specific support within the school, this should be replicated offsite. [STATE YOUR SCHOOL’S RATIO].
· Staff and pupils to wear identifiable clothing e.g. school uniforms, high visibility jackets etc. especially in crowded places, where light levels may be low or environments more hazardous.

· First aid qualified staff on hand (see below).

· Regular head counts.

· Means of calling assistance in emergency e.g. mobiles (area should be checked for signal).

· Pupils and staff to walk in single file if narrow pavements.
· Be vigilant when crossing cycling lanes, especially on the sea front where less obvious and at junctions where the cyclist should give way but may not).

Supervising adults
	· Brief pupils to avoid approaching and engaging with non-group members, and to alert staff immediately if they feel uncomfortable or at risk.

· Staff to remain vigilant to inappropriate behaviour or attention from non-group members.

· Avoid known local ‘trouble spots’ e.g. remote underpasses, areas frequented by users of drugs or alcohol, large groups etc.

· Group to be appropriately supervised at all times.

	 Lost/absconding pupils/separation from group
	Pupils

Supervising adults
	· Regular head counts and appropriate supervision at all times, with staff member at front and rear.

· Pupils briefed on expected behaviour and what to do if separated from the group e.g. contact card.

· Pupils to be given contact details of the school e.g. a labelled wrist band and staff to hold pupils’ mobile numbers if appropriate.

· Staff and pupils to wear identifiable clothing e.g. school uniforms, high visibility jackets etc. especially in crowded places, where light levels may be low or environments more hazardous.

· Means of calling assistance in emergency e.g. charged mobiles with a mix of networks (and area should be checked for signal).

· Assessment of pupil’s suitability (physical, mental and emotional) to walk in public places.

	Slips, trips and falls 
	Pupils

Supervising adults
	· Pre-walk and ongoing dynamic risk assessment to identify any hazards on route e.g. slippery surfaces due to ice/rain/leaf fall; debris on paths, shingle, pot holes etc;
· Consider access issues for wheelchairs or persons with mobility problems. 
· Pupils briefed on appropriate behaviour e.g. no running.

· Appropriate footwear worn.

· Staff and pupils to dynamically assess potential risks such as rough, uneven ground, pot holes etc. i.e. avoid distraction, and look where they’re going.

	5.
	Fatigue, injury or medical emergency
	Pupils

Supervising adults
	· Trained first aider(s) including additional paediatric first aider where group age range includes birth to five years.

· Access to first aid kit, details of pre-existing medical conditions/allergies e.g. individual care plans, where in place, and prescribed emergency medication (with staff trained to administer e.g. Epi-pens, asthma inhalers).

· Awareness of location of local A&E department.

· Supervision/first aid ratios planned to take account of emergencies requiring staff member to accompany to hospital or provide 1:1 support.

· Mobile phones (ideally, a selection of network providers) to be charged and available for use.

· Staff to be aware of and follow school’s emergency procedures. Emergency contact numbers on hand.

· Staff to carry cash or card for emergency situations.
· Initial and ongoing assessment of pupils’ and adults’ physical suitability (fitness etc.) to walk. Look out for signs of difficulty e.g. breathlessness, paleness, appearing distressed. Walk at a pace suitable for all participants and take a break if necessary or shorten route.

· Advise participants about toilet options on route (ideally encourage to go beforehand).

	  Adverse weather conditions 
	Pupils

Supervising adults
	· Check weather forecast the day before and assess weather conditions on day of departure, with alternative activity planned and assessed.

· Appropriate clothing and provision for weather conditions e.g. sun hat, sun cream, drinking water, shade and shelter, waterproof clothing, appropriate footwear etc.

· Modify or shorten session if necessary.
· Consider high waves containing shingle or waves encroaching onto walkways during seafront walks.
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	


To calculate Risk Rating (R):  assess the likelihood (L) of an accident occurring against the most likely impact (I) the accident might have, taking into account the control measures already in place. L x I = R
